We will be learning how to manage our behaviours and
feelings. We will be discussing what makes a good friend
through sharing and caring.
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Literacy

During the first half term we will be taking part in a variety of
activities based on traditional tales. We will continue to learn
Nursery Rhymes as part of our daily routine. After
Half term we will be reading stories about plants and growing.
We will continue to explore sounds with Little Wandle Phonics.

Communication and Lanquage

We will be listening to and talking about traditional tales and
picking up on key phrases and repetitive language. We will
continue to learn to listen carefully to our friends and to take
turns in conversations during group activities and small group
time.

After half term we will be talking about the changing seasons
as we look for signs of Spring.

Physical Development

We will be continuing to explore different ways of using our
bodies to move. We will be using the climbing frame to build
up our upper body strength. As part of our daily routine we
will continue to do various fine motor activities during ‘Busy
Fingers’ time in order to strengthen our finger muscles.
We will continue to do our ‘Get Moving’ exercises and action
songs to encourage us to move in different ways.
