	Art and Design
	Experiment with colour. Using paint, mix different colours together and discover which colour it makes. 
Try painting with different tools. Instead of using a paintbrush, try painting with your fingers, twigs, leaves, card. 

Continue with observational drawings. You could draw fruit and vegetables, household objects or insects. Make sure you look very closely and have a go at drawing all the fine lines.  

	Design and Technology
	The next topic we would have been covering in D&T is Food and Nutrition. Children could have a go at peeling and cutting different foods. For example, cutting up different fruits and putting them together to make a fruit salad. Children could also explore where different foods come from. You could start by finding out where your favourite food comes from or how it is made. There are lots of child friendly videos on YouTube to help with this. 
As well as this, we would also have completed some work on textiles. Children could have a go at joining fabrics together using a simple running stitch. TIP: It can be helpful for children if there is a line drawn onto the material for them to follow. The link below explains how to complete this simple stitch.

	English
	It is important that you continue reading every day with your child and that they have the opportunity to re-read books. This helps them to develop their comprehension and understanding of what the book is about.   
Register as a parent on oxford owl – it is free and provides lots of ebooks and phonics materials for your child to use https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/welcome-back/for-home/reading-owl/school-year 
Continue to use the reading bingo to engage children and make it fun. 

Writing opportunities: retelling a favourite story, writing a letter to a character in a book giving some advice, writing instructions for how to do or how to make something, writing questions you might want to ask a character, using interesting adjectives to describe characters, writing and illustrating your own story.

	Geography
	We have been learning about different localities this year. When doing this, we find out where the place is in the world and then some special features of that location. See if you can find out about Belfast in Northern Ireland and Havana in Cuba. When you have completed some research, either complete a little booklet about the place with pictures and facts you have learnt or imagine you are a visitor and design and make a post card from that location. 


	History
	We have been exploring significant people and events from the past. When doing this, we find out what happened or who they are, why we remember them and what their impact is on the way we live now. See if you can find out about Emmeline Pankhurst and the sinking of the Titanic. BBC Bitesize has useful videos on these topics that can support children’s understanding. Decide on a creative way to present your information. This could be a little booklet or a fact file. 

	ICT and Computing
	Purple mash has lots of ICT projects for children to explore. We previously began looking at coding and algorithms and Purple Mash has lots to offer to support children with this. BBC Bitesize also has some useful videos and activities to support children’s understanding. Follow the link below and select activities from Computer Science.

	Science
	The next topic we would have been covering in Science is light. When looking at light there are some key questions that children can research and find out about; Where does light come from? Can you name some sources of light? How do we see light? How do you make a shadow? 

There are many activities and experiments that children can complete around this topic, for example making shadow puppets, going on a hunt around the house for sources of light and drawing around shadows. There are also many useful videos on BBC Bitesize and YouTube to support children’s understanding. 

	Music
	Listening to music is relaxing and pleasurable. Discover different genres of music. From some of your favourite pieces see if you can identify the instruments that are playing.
