	Art and Design
	Find out about the art technique printing. Try using crayons and paper to make some rubbings and look at the different textures and patterns different surfaces make, use paint and objects around the house to print with- Lego makes really interesting patterns. Watch this BBC bitesize clip:

	Design and Technology
	Practice peeling, chopping and cutting skills all with adult supervision. 

Choose a recipe from a book or online and try to make it. 

Design healthy snacks or meals and practice cooking skills as you do so like weighing, measuring, peeling and chopping. 
Once you have made your own snack or meal write your own recipe so someone else could make it. You could do this on paper or use the Purple Mash recipe template.

	English
	Reading every day is important. Children enjoy re-reading texts and it is important they have the opportunity to do this.

There are some reading activities attached that your child could do when they have read a book. 
Writing opportunities: choose a number of your favourite characters and make some top trump cards about them, write a list of questions you would like to ask your favourite character or author, read a story out loud – try to perform it! You could even record yourself to show your parents, write a poem about your favourite things try to include rhymes.

	Geography
	We have been learning about different places around the world. We have been looking at where the place is in the world and then some special features of that location. 

See if you can find out about Mexico City or Moscow. 
When you have some research create a fact file about the place or compare it to a different location. What’s the same? What’s different? Or you could create a tourist poster or leaflet about that place, what would people like to see and do? Or create a weather report and record yourself.

	History
	We have been learning about significant famous people or events. We have been finding out what happened or who they were and why we remember them or what impact they had. See if you can find out about the Gunpowder Plot. 
Use the history help sheet to give you ideas on what to find out about. When you have completed your research you might want to create a comic strip retelling the story/events of the Gunpowder Plot, create wanted posters for the other people involved, write a diary entry from the point of view of Guy Fawkes or create a list of questions that you would like to ask the plotters. 

	ICT and Computing
	Purple mash has lots of ICT projects for children to explore. Start with some simple coding –use the tutorials and notes to get you started.

Try programming simple animations or even animate your name using https://scratch.mit.edu/ideas.

Go on a bug hunt and carefully collect a number of different insects, make some observational drawings of the insects you have collected. Compare their body parts and structure of their bodies compared with other animals like birds or mammals. What is the same? What is different?
