Ideas for learning from home
	
	Year 4

	Art and Design
	Have a go at close observational drawing of people, plants in the garden or household objects. Use different techniques for shading.

Artist study: Research Anne Vallayer Coster and have a look at a few of her paintings on here https://www.wikiart.org/en/anne-vallayer-coster 

She is a French painter best known for still life work. Have a look at her paintings. Can you recreate one using your choice of medium? This could be in paint, crayons or pastels etc. 

Have a go at sketching real life landscapes. Have you got any pictures of landscapes you’ve visited? Sketch a landscape you have visited or research famous landscapes. This could be mountains, beaches, rocks or rivers. Try and include perspective, texture, line and tone.

	Design and Technology
	We have been practising our sewing skills. Can you sew a button or do some embroidery? Try practising a running and a cross stitch.

Research some seasonal foods. Research why there are certain foods in season at different times of year and why it is good to eat seasonal food. Can you come up with a menu for Spring time that includes seasonal foods? You could type this up and print to give to your family members or even email to other relatives. Have a go at making it with your family at home. They could evaluate your food and give suggestions for next time. 


	English
	Reading every day is important. Children enjoy re-reading texts and it is important they have the opportunity to do this.

Register as a parent on oxford owl – it is free and provides lots of ebooks and phonics materials for your child to use.  https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/welcome-back/for-home/reading-owl/school-year
Have a look at https://www.onceuponapicture.co.uk/ . Once upon a picture has different pictures including, illustrations, digital art and animation. There are lots of pictures to explore and each have writing prompts and questions underneath. There are also different collections which include predictions, inferences and characters. Each collection has different pictures and questions to explore. 

Writing opportunities: Have different discussions about current issues including deforestation, pollution and climate change. Children could write balanced arguments, discussions or debates around these topics. Children could write different explanation texts on the water cycle or how volcanoes erupt. 

	Geography
	Year 4 would be learning what a global citizen is, why it is important to be one and how you can be one. Research what climate change is, the effects and its impacts. Have a go at finding out about how you can tackle and take action against climate change. Use these sites to start research.

During our sound topic, we would have been finding patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it. Investigate the volume of different sounds and the sound waves it produces. 

Can you make your own musical instrument? You might want to make a shaker, a drum, a guitar or something else of your own choice. Design and make an instrument which makes two different sounds.
